Application Policies and Guidelines for Individual Artist Fellowships 

Purpose of the Projects Pool
The Projects Pool is a program of the United Arts Appeal of Chautauqua County. It is available to quality arts programs and organizations and to assist eligible individual Chautauqua County artists in their work. Fellowship grants of up to $500.00 are awarded to individual artists solely on the basis of creative excellence.  The Fellowship is to be used by an artist for career development and the applicant must demonstrate how receiving a grant will impact his or her career. (Separate guidelines and application forms are available for organizations.)  

Funding - Amounts Granted:
For 2012, Projects Pool awards will not exceed $500.00.  

Eligibility:
Any artist working in any artistic discipline, including but not limited to crafts, choreography, film, fiction, poetry, printmaking, sculpture, painting, video, play writing, performance, music composition, and photography, may apply for a Projects Pool Fellowship if the following requirements are met:

1. Artist must have been a resident of Chautauqua County for at least one year prior to the application deadline and be prepared to submit proof of same.  Summer or part-year residents are ineligible.

2. Graduate or undergraduate matriculated students enrolled in a degree program may not apply for funds to defray costs or tuition in that degree program.

3. Fellowship recipients shall be ineligible for one year following the year in which the Fellowship was awarded.  

4. Previous recipients of a grant who have failed to submit the required reports or have failed to meet the obligations of their past grants will be ineligible.

Funding priority will be given to those applicants who demonstrate that a Fellowship would have significant career impact, e.g., technical or artistic assistance, further study, professional advancement or a change in direction can strongly impact career development. 

Review Process:
Applications to the Projects Pool are screened for eligibility and fulfillment of application requirements.  Applications are then reviewed by an Allocations Panel made up of Chautauqua County residents who are knowledgeable in the arts. The Panel makes funding recommendations to the member organization representatives of the United Arts Appeal.  Applicants will be notified in writing of the decision regarding their application.

Responsibilities of Fellowship Recipients:
1. During the Fellowship year, all Fellowship recipients must include the following statement in any publicity, printed materials, promotions, and advertising related to the funded project: “This (event, exhibition, program) is made possible in part by support from The United Arts Appeal of Chautauqua County Projects Pool Grant Program.”  
2. Final Report:  Fellowship recipients must utilize all funding during 2012.  They must keep all receipts and proof of purchases and be prepared to submit them along with a Final Report by the end of the Fellowship year.  The form for this report will be provided to the artist.

Application Requirements:
1. All applications must be printed legibly or typed.  

2. Please submit four (4) copies (these must be collated).
3. Only one application per artist is accepted.  
4. Applications must be postmarked no later than March 15, 2012. Late applications will not be accepted.  No faxed copies will be accepted. Mail to:

____One of the following as documentation of your work:

___ Photos of your work in a portfolio format OR CD (i.e., power point) (one copy)

___audio cassette tape or disk copy (up to ten minutes - only one copy)

___manuscript or examples of writing (up to ten pages of poetry, prose, etc.; four copies 
of each item)

___film or videotape, if appropriate (one copy)
Supplemental Materials: 

You may submit any of the following additional materials that you feel may support your application.  You must submit four copies of each item:

____Reviews of exhibitions, performances, etc. (no more than three)

____Publicity clippings

____Brochures, fliers or programs; one or two examples of each
