Jamestown, NY – Artistic projects of five Chautauqua County non-profit organizations and three local artists are receiving grants from the United Arts Appeal of Chautauqua County’s 2014 Projects Pool Grant Program.

When announcing the award winners, UAA President Rick Davis said, “The arts contribute substantially to both the social fabric and the economic well-being of our community. The United Arts Appeal is pleased to support the individual artists and organizations whose projects benefit the cultural life of Chautauqua County.”
Eligible organizations had to have non-profit status and individuals must have been Chautauqua County residents for at least one year and work in any artistic discipline. After being screened for eligibility and fulfillment of requirements, applications were reviewed by an allocations panel made up of artists and community leaders. Their recommendations were then approved by the United Arts Appeal board.
